Each member's base contribution covers the following:

• All air transportation

• Transportation in the foreign country

• All meals and supplies in the foreign country

• Immunizations and preventative medicines

• Tips and taxes

• Team emergency fund

• Contribution to medicine fund

• Staple and equipment fund

• Motels

Personal expenses in the host country are minimum. These are usually limited to purchasing souvenirs. Time will be given for this purpose before the team departs. For most team members, $100 - $200 is usually an ample amount to take.

There may be an opportunity to scuba dive; so if you are a diver, bring your dive card and a little extra money. Equipment can be rented.

We suggest taking some small bills, $1 to $20 size. We try to protect our cash. Upon arrival (depending upon your destination) we ask team members to deposit their money in the mission compound safe. You will probably want some money to go with you but not a lot. About $20 to 30 is sufficient. This would be best in small bills as there may be few places to make change.

The team leadership has adequate resources to meet any emergencies and any needs; therefore, the need for team members to carry large amounts of cash is not necessary. Your expenses in the country are covered by Willamette Medical Teams, with the exception of market excursions.

Suggestions - Clean out your wallet. You may wish to take the following:

• One bank card (for use in the U.S.)

• Driver's license

• Family picture

•
Do not take your check book. There have been instances of check books being stolen and checks for large amounts of cash written and cashed by someone other than the owner. BEWARE!
